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Highlights (What do you consider your major accomplishments or activities for the year? - Briefly)
There’s no question that getting promoted (and the preparation required for it) was one of my major accomplishments this year.  However, the most professionally satisfying accomplishments were preparing posters to illustrate what we have developed and attending meetings to communicate who we are and what we do and to learn what others are doing in the fields of visualization, interoperability, quality assurance, and biological data management.  
1.  Research Programs (i.e., What have you been working on?)
I manage data for a number of projects including the Northeast Consortium (NEC), the Census of Marine Zooplankton (CMarZ) and three US GLOBEC programs --  Georges Bank (GB), Southern Ocean (SOG), and Northeast Pacific (NEP).  These last three programs are now being managed by a new initiative called the Biological and Chemical Oceanography Data Management Office (BCO-DMO) which has become the data management umbrella for US GLOBEC, US JGOFS and all new NSF sponsored programs in Biological and Chemical Oceanography.
As a data manager, I receive data from project scientists from all over the world, do some quality control and reformat (if necessary) those data for serving on the web.  In addition I compile and write (if necessary) metadata to accompany the data being served, and in some cases oversee the creation of Document Information Format (DIF) records to be submitted to the Global Change Master Directory (GCMD).  Part of my job is also to assist scientists inside and outside the WHOI community with accessing data from these data systems.
This year our office has made great strides in the visualization and interoperability capabilities of our data and metadata.  We now have working geospatial (map) interfaces to NEC, NEP, GB and SOG data and a working metadata database that will allow computer-to-computer communication.  Part of my job has been to assist in these efforts, particularly in the mapserving endeavors.  I have gone to many meetings to communicate advances and show posters highlignting our accomplishments in this area, as well as to learn what others are doing.  Each project presents a different and unique challenge and I continue to learn and stretch my capabilities.  
Occasionally I get to go to sea to help collect the data we end up serving and am able to do quality control and data management ‘in the field’, so to speak.  The Census of Marine Zooplankton project has a cruise in October that I will take part in and I have been working closely with Nancy Copley and Peter Wiebe to prepare for this cruise.
