General observations

1..Event numbers, Heimerdinger philosophy
Event number both cruises, two different styles/formats.

Event number for NBP0104 appears to be composed of (i.e. 20901.012) 209 = year day, 01 = year 2001, .012 = consecutive sampling event within that year day.

Where as 

LMG0106 appears to be just a consecutive sampling event number (1 – 133).

DMO create an event number that is consistent across all cruises?  Consistency at this level is very important when we are dealing with objects that can or should be merged.  

Is this a none issue?  Am I beating a dead horse?

2..Parameter names, not fully defined or missing.  This is a issue that goes beyond these files.  The Heimerdinger philosophy suggests that each file/object should be able to stand alone with seeking documentation from elsewhere.

A definition of all parameters reported within a data object should be defined either in the data file or the documentation file.     

General observations, bacteria_ice

1..These cores or for “sea ice” verses land mass ice.  I think you should say so in the documentation.  

2..Find no reference to collection methods.  Someone jump over the side and core a chunk of sea ice?  Land staff on a flow?

3..Units, variables “BactBio” (carbon biomass) and “chla”,  mg C/m-3 or chla/m-3 does not equal mg C/liter or chla/liter.  Conflict in documentation:  Online documentation reports Chla as mg/m-3, however, appendix 11 of cruise report lists Chla as mg/liter.  Same number appears in appendix as in object. 

???..Station numbers, grid station verses consecutive stations numbers?  Grid station numbers are reported NBP0104.

Cruise NBP0104 specific

1..Station 4, core_no cr-1, should sect_top_depth be changed to 0.00 instead of 0-.39 (this looks like the range of the first interval sampled). 

2..What is the DNA designation mean on some of the core samples?  See attached, cr-27dna should this be renumbered to cr-26dna or move down to next event with the rest of cr-27 samples? 

3..Why don’t we report the brine values for chlorophyll-a? See appendix 11 cruise report.

4..Can we add part of appendix 10 of cruise report to the documentation file?  Is the report in digital form? Contains supporting ice conditions/snow cover at time of sampling.
